Our diverse community of over 90 nationalities and 40 mother languages provides a unique
opportunity to build meaningful connections. Parents play a crucial role in shaping how children
engage in relationships, especially in an international school setting where students develop global
perspectives. Encouraging friendships across cultures, prioritizing family bonding, and modeling
positive conflict resolution help children develop strong relational skills. As a school, we celebrate
relationships through buddy reading, group projects, and restorative circles, reinforcing the belief that
learning goes beyond academics—it is about the bonds we build.
